
IS THE EARTH REALLY 6000 YEARS OLD?

Historically, it used to be common knowledge until the late 1800's that the Earth's age was close to 6000 years old.
Then the "age of enlightenment" began gaining popularity with supposed science breakthroughs such as Darwin's 
Theory of Evolution.  This theory advanced the notion that earth has existed over a span of several billion years
and that humanity's existence was in excess of one million years, which permitted time for evolution to take place.
This was founded on the pseudo-science of dating fossils based on the age of geologic layers they are found in, 
completely ignoring the science of the great flood depositing numerous sedimentary layers over dead animals
over the course of about 12 months after the 40-day rain was over.  Then those layers became fossilized much
quicker than had been previously advertised by the peudo-science folk, even though recent events such as Mount
St. Helens volcanic eruption resulted in the remains of the destroyed forest becoming fossilized rapidly afterwards.

If the earth is 6000 years old, then the Bible should contain the information.  Genesis chapter one presents that 
creation took place in six days, in which Adam & Eve were formed on the sixth day.  So if the generations since
Adam could be "counted", then a person could determine quickly if the earth as we know it, is only 6000 years old.
With this approach, the following pages present scripture from the Bible that illustrate in a straight-forward
manner why creation is only about 6000 years old.

This study is divided into sections and so each section is listed below by page numbers with an explanation of 
their significance:

Page 2_ Genesis 5:1-32 contains  the first eleven generations from God to Noah, spanning 1556 years to
the time that Noah's sons were born.

Page 3_ Genesis 11:10-26 contains the next nine generations since Noah to the time of Abraham's birth,
spanning a period of 390 years, which totals 1946 years since Adam came forth.

Pages 4-5_ Luke 3:23-38 contains the entire generational lineage from God/Adam to Jesus.  The information
from Genesis chapters 5 and 11 concerning the number of years per generation has been inserted
alongside the verses for each generation, and an estimate  of 35+ years for each of the follow-on
generations is also included.  This totals about 4000 years from God/Adam to Jesus, with the
addition of another 2000 years since Jesus to modern times, resulting in a total of 6000+/- years
since the beginning of creation.

Page 6_ Matthew 1:1-17 also presents the generations from Abraham to Jesus Christ; however, there
are only 40 generations presented, while Luke 3 lists 55 generations from Abraham to Jesus
Christ, so why the difference?

Pages 7-8_ These two pages compare Luke 3 with Matthew 1, and what is discovered is that in Luke 3, the
generations from Nathan (Solomon's brother) are used, while in Matthew 1 the generations from
Solomon are used.  There are also two different paths from Zerubbabel to Joseph.  In summary,
different branches of the same family tree can stack up different totals of generations over the
same time frame, due to different rates of procreation within family branches.

Page 9_ A chart is also included representing someone else's take of 6000 years of history; however,
some discernment is recommended.
